Spring 2010 Internships

Opportunities for Students at SAR Member Institutions
Scholars at Risk invites applications for four off-site internships, from students at SAR member institutions only (University of London Colleges such as King’s College are members. A full list is at http://scholarsatrisk.nyu.edu/The-Network/Member-Directory.php).  Scholars at Risk internships provide students at universities around the world with an opportunity to contribute to Scholars at Risk’s important work on behalf of threatened scholars. Students selected for this internship program will commit 20-30 hours per semester to SAR projects. Primary supervision of interns’ work by a SAR representative at the member institution is preferred but not required. Only four internship positions are available:

Legal: For law students only.  Exceptional legal writing and research skills required.  Duties may include conducting background research on human rights situations around the world, drafting affidavits or conducting legal research to assist with asylum claims or visa applications on behalf of individual SAR scholars. 

Graphic Design*: Undergraduates and graduates with experience or training in graphic and/or web design are encouraged to apply.  Duties may include design and layout of print and online publications; editing the SAR website, uploading content and images; and editing video and audio streams. Interest in other formats (Adobe Creative Suite, Flash, PowerPoint, Photoshop, RSS feeds, YouTube and blogs) a plus.  *Please include a link to a portfolio in your application. 
Advocacy: Graduate student preferred.  Exceptional writing skills required.  Applicants should be able to work independently under tight deadlines.  Duties may include conducting extensive media research, drafting advocacy letters and alerts on behalf of scholars in prison, compiling media lists and drafting press releases. 

Translation: Scholars at Risk frequently receives requests for assistance from scholars in languages other than English.  We invite students fluent in English and one other language to apply for a translation internship.  Duties will primarily involve translating print and online materials, conducting media research and drafting summaries of findings in English, translating emails and other communications as needed.

Please indicate (1) which internship you are applying for,  (2) which aspect of SAR’s work is of most interest to you, and (3) whether a SAR representative or other faculty at your university would like to supervise your work, in partnership with SAR staff.
