To Recap…

 U8 is a Global Network of Youths, Professionals and Communities, for a United Global Identity in our world. A United Global Identity(UGI) is a mutual acceptance of:

- Each other as a member of our common globe, regardless of differences in: 

                    material (i.e. income), 

                    mental (i.e. education/belief) and   

                    physical (e.g. Nationality) terms

- Our impact on our world affects all, without exception.

- Ignorance of this identity is not, should not, can not be how we live together.

 

The root of all obstacles against UGI is a defeatist attitude that, it is impossible.

                                           

Knowing this, a variety of approachs is necessary.

 

Our approaches aren’t random products, but found on the basis of U8’s four-level approach: 

 

U8 seeks first to create awareness amongst members of our world, on the reason for, and obstacle, against a creation of our united identity, and the solutions to surmount them

 

Convinced of the need for UGI, U8 support well-disposed organisations and individuals, from agencies to individual activists, that seeks to achieve the common goal.

 

With knowledge and confidence to act, U8 will not hesitate to contribute its own effort to make UGI a reality.

 

Finally, U8 would Go Global, to bring UGI to the globe in all.

 

How Can You get involved?
 

-         Research: We must first understand why UGI seems to be impossible, is it due to lack of or, excessive resources? Or lack of education on global citizenship, or other unknown reasons? 

 

If we could answer that, then we could eliminate the defeatist attitude, and inspire UGI amongst fellow members of the world. Does it sound like something for you? If so, follow these steps to get involved:

Based on UGI, Project MythBuster was initated in January 2009, to dispel the  myth that global cooperation by mutual acceptance is impossible. (A wordier way to say “the root of all obstacles against UGI”).
